
Children attending Hannah More Primary School are expected to wear 

school uniform. The school has a traditional uniform and parents are asked 

to support the school dress code.      

 

Uniform for boys 

 Navy blue jumper or fleece, preferably 

with school logo  

 Plain white shirt or polo shirt  

 Black or dark grey trousers or shorts   

- not denim 

 

Uniform for girls 

 Navy blue cardigan, sweatshirt or fleece, 

preferably with school logo.  

 Plain white blouse or polo shirt. 

 Black or dark grey trousers - not denim. 

 Black or dark grey knee length skirt or 

pinafore dress - girls may wear black 

leggings or dark tights with these. 

 Blue gingham dress for summer 

(optional). 

 Headscarves or hijabs, if worn, must be 

navy blue or white.  

Shoes  

All children should wear black sensible shoes; suitable for playing, climbing and running - football 

boots, flip flops or high heels are not acceptable for school.

House t-shirts with the oak, sycamore, beech and 

chestnut logos can be bought from the school office 

or online with SIMS Pay.   

Children will wear their house t-shirts for PE 

lessons, sports day and house lunches. 

Jewellery 

Small stud earrings and a simple watch are the only permitted jewellery.  

Children should not bring precious or valuable items to school – we cannot accept responsibility 

if they get lost or damaged. 

Where to buy school uniform 

The uniform is designed to be affordable, simple and practical. Most items can be purchased from 

major supermarkets but clothing and book bags bearing the school logo are only available 

directly from the school office or via our online payment system, Sims Pay.
